New credits are available for SOLA students only, or
obtain permission of the Summer School Principal. It is preferable to upgrade only in the summer in ENG4U. ** Student must have 75%
or better in MCR3U in order to take MHF4U or MCV4U, or obtain permission from the summer school Principal. MCV4U requires
MHF4U as a prerequisite. Students taking MCV4U must have 75% or better in the prerequisite MHF4U. ***Any university or
university/college preparation courses in Canadian and world studies, English, or social sciences and humanities.



Credit Offering Options

New Credit : Offered to students new to a course or who achieved less than 35% in a previous
attempt at the course. 110 hours of class time are required to earn the credit

Upgrade Course : The minimum entry grade is 35% for an upgrade course. Students wishing to
upgrade to a passing mark must complete 110 hours of instruction. Students who wish to upgrade a
course in which a minimum of 70% was already achieved and who are registered SOLA students
(returning or new) are permitted to upgrade two credits in the one month Summer School session.

Important Notes :
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All applications are processed on a first-come/first-served basis. Early registration is
recommended as some courses fill quickly.

All students who are not currently enrolled at The School of Liberal Arts are required to have
the Letter of Permission form completed and signed from their home schools indicating the
eligibility of the student. Admittance to the summer program is dependent on this document.
SOLA reserves the right to cancel programs that do not reach the minimum enrolment.
Should a course be cancelled and there is no other replacement that is reasonable, a full
refund less a $25.00 administrative fee, will be issued.

Requests for special accommodation must be accompanied by a recent psychoeducational
report and/or IEP. Requests will be assessed on an individual basis and according to SOLA
policy.

Attendance is mandatory for every day of Summer School. Please be aware that three lates,
unexcused or otherwise, to class constitutes one unexcused absence. Accumulation of three
unexcused absences will result in removal from the course without financial recompense. The
Ministry of Education decrees that a new course is 110 hours. Appointments should be made
after the end of the school day.

Parents will be notified within 45 minutes of the start of school if the student is late or absent.
It is the parent’s responsibility to notify the school if the student will be late or absent; only a
parent/guardian may excuse a student. Students under the age of 16 years are not permitted
to leave the school without permission from a parent/guardian or emergency contact.

At the end of July, a report card will be mailed to each student’s home along with a copy of the
report to the guidance office at the home school. Each non-SOLA student is responsible for
determining the home school’s receipt of the report card.

Fees are non-refundable after June 18", 2009. Prior to June 18", 2008, refunds, less a
$250.00 administrative charge per application, will be issued. If a student must withdraw due
to medical reasons, a doctor’s note certifying the full reason is necessary; a pro-rated refund
will be determined at that time. There are no refunds for students who are removed from the
program for absenteeism and/or behavioural and/or academic reasons.

Students are reminded that a certain time during each daily session is allotted for independent
work. it is expected that students will keep up with the daily homework and that the pace is
congruent with the expectations of the course. Any difficulties that arise should be discussed
with the instructor and/or principal of the program. Ministry mandated and inspected
assessment and evaluation methods will be used throughout the course time.

Any SOLA text(s) used will have a refundable rental charge. Texts must be returned by the
last day of classes in their original condition to avoid the forfeit of the deposit. In lieu of a text,
there may be a materials fee charge; such fees are payable by the second day of classes.
Students may use a locker for July. They must bring a lock and report the locker number and
combination to the office.
